The production method of cellulose fibrous material by electrospinning-coagulation comprising the preparation of a cellulose solution in an ionic liquid and the formation of cellulose fiber by electrospinning-coagulation, where the preparation of the cellulose solution includes drying the cellulose raw material, dissolving the dried cellulose raw material in the ionic liquid and the forming of the cellulose filaments at high voltage. Cellulose fibers are washed with water and fiber coagulation is carried out, and the ionic liquid is dissolved in a water. When the ionic liquid is removed, the cellulose molecules form hydrogen bonds and the cellulose turns into type II (II) (amorphous) cellulose. Residual ionic liquid from the formed cellulose fiber is removed in an additional washing process.
