The invention "Two-way traffic road" belongs to the high-speed roads in urbanised areas. The objectives are to improve the safety and mobility of road users, to reduce energy consumption and environmental pollution, and to create an enterprise logistics system. The invention consists in the fact that the forward high-speed carriageway is located on the left-hand side and the reverse high-speed carriageway is located on the right-hand side over a distance that can accommodate the buildings of the companies. They are connected by lowspeed one-way carriageways with access to businesses, passenger drop-off and pick-up points and car parks on the right-hand bends only. For the safe movement of pedestrians, cyclists and mopeds, there is a dedicated path between the buildings, along the road, at the second level. Underneath it, in the basement, there is an infrastructure for passenger trams, freight trams and passenger traffic with unloading and loading bays and equipment. Logistics terminals are foreseen at the ends of the track. The second level of the basement contains the infrastructure for the metro trains and passenger transport. The objectives are achieved by avoiding intersection of traffic paths and creating rational multimodal transport and logistics systems.
